e  Scarecrows must be displayed before 15/8/26, at the address on the application form and remain display until 1/9/26
e Judging will take place on or after 15'8/26, by two independent judges.

e  Winners will be announced and prizes awarded at the Stowe by Chartley Village Fete on Sunday 30% August 2026,
on the Stowe by Chartley Parish Field from 2pm, prizes presented at 4pm.

e  All scarecrows will receive a rosettes, and the judges written comments. There will be a cash prize for the overall winners,
rosettes for 1*to 5% placed scarecrows. Special prizes for the best scarecrow and best children’s entries.
